Clean up after yourself. Food is not allowed in the cabins, so
please do not make a mess.

Ask )E'lrst!

It seems that most of us understand “boundaries” to mean
“Stop when somebody says NO” — and that, of course, is
important. It is equally important that we should hear a “Yes”
before starting in the first place.

Newcomers to our community are often confused —

they see that we are a very open minded and physically
affectionate group of people, and they aren’t sure what is or

is not acceptable. Even experienced Burners sometimes find
themselves overstepping each other’s boundaries, or worse,
our own boundaries. If we can all get into the habit of clearly
establishing verbal consent, every time, we can eliminate a lot
of problems.

Always ask first, before initiating physical contact such as
kissing, touching, hugging, spanking, fondling, or petting.

Even if: The person you are asking said “Yes” yesterday.

Even if: You just saw your wife/boyfriend/the entire room
kiss this person.

Even if: You're really wasted and you think their fun-fur is
SO SOFT.

Lonsent Ts SEAY

Some of you are probably thinking: “Won't that spoil the fun?
That kind of interruption will kill my mojo!” Well, 20 years
ago people said the same thing about condoms. We need to
shift our thinking. This is about protecting ourselves, and
protecting the community.

Say it clearly, say it loud, say “No thanks, I'd rather not” If
somebody says “No” to you, don't take it personally. Don’t
argue or coax. Just move on.

Protect the community

If you think that somebody’s boundaries are being violated,
please don't ignore it. Ask them if they are OK or if they need
help. Get a Ranger or a friend to help you, if you don't feel
comfortable doing this. Conversely, if somebody asks you

if your own activity is consensual, and it is, please don't be
offended.

Sexual assault: Sexual assault under Canadian law applies to
simply touching someone anywhere on their body without
their clear, sober consent, whether you had a sexual intention
at the time, or not.

A note on infoxication

Please be aware that, under Canadian law, consent that is
given while intoxicated may not be considered true consent.
If a person seems intoxicated, it might be a good idea to wait
until they are clearheaded before engaging in sexual activity
with him or her. Conversely, we should all think about what
our own boundaries are, before we become intoxicated.
Think about what you are planning to do (or not do) tonight,
before you find yourself in a situation where you have to
make a decision and your judgment is clouded.

A note on DDSN

If you are engaging in public BDSM activity, such as spanking
or bondage, please consider your audience. Establish consent
at the beginning, use a safeword, and use safeword reminders
(for example, your safeword may be “Watermelon”) during
your activities if there are people watching who might
wonder if your activity is consensual or not.

Protect yourself. Protect each other. Protect the community.

Heated (and renovated!) bathrooms with showers are located
between cabin clusters 1 and 2.

Look in the Dining Hall for key Recompression info,
including site maps, camp and cabin layouts, safety notices,
workshop schedules, and volunteer callouts. These will be
updated as needed. Any changes to the schedule will be
posted here and communicated at meal times.

All meals are provided by the camp. It is against camp rules
for food to be kept in the cabins. Keep this in mind and do
not leave any food mess behind. Absolutely no cooking in
the cabins. Coffee and tea are available in the dining hall at
all times. If you are bringing beverages, consider bringing a
cooler and ice to keep them cold. Ice is not available on-site.

Note for vegetarians and folks with special diets:

If you indicated that you have a food allergy or are vegan, your
food may be available separately. Talk to the kitchen staff.

The Rabbit Hole and the mushROON

The Rabbit Hole (aka the Moose Lodge) is at the bottom of
the hill, below the main field. This is where most of the party
action will be happening. Check the Volunteer Board in the
Dining Hall to see how you can help with decorating the
Rabbit Hole and the mushROOM chill space that’s attached
to it.
